DESIGNERS

Marcos Bessa, Model Designer:

The inspiration for this set came from a LEGO® Christmas campaign we worked on. Our
designer colleague Wes Talbot had built a digital LEGO owl for a poster. Everyone in the
team loved it, so we created a physical model inspired by Harry Potter's owl, Hedwig™.

We added a couple of books to create a sturdy foundation for the owl, and from that,
the idea evolved into a series of iconic memorabilia from the films to celebrate the 20
LEGO® Harry Potter™ anniversary.

Djordje Djordjevic, Graphic Designer:

We created a full series of the most iconic characters as golden minifigures scattered
throughout the 20t anniversary sets - three of my favourites in this one! It is always a
challenge to transform flamboyant, vividly coloured outfits into a monochromatic palette,
but it's a treat when that palette is gold!

We had fun with all the cool graphics, and as a personal touch, we have hidden some
dates that are important to us in the numbers of the potion labels.
